Scenarios A-E and G were all used.

Answers are not given here (actual lat/longs and what was found on the ground) so that we can use these locations again in the future (
All targets had something real on the ground – wreckage, beacon, “medical” victims for the ground team, tarps…   This is a large amount of work to set up targets, but is worth it to provide realistic training with something real to “find”… 
Scenario ALPHA

PLANNING

There are reports of an overdue airplane.  Search grids 558D and 559C for a beacon and/or signs of the A/C. If spotted, photograph the site and evaluate access to the area.  Photos requested are 4, one from each cardinal direction.  Then, RTB.

There was a simulated SARSAT hit at:  40 10 00 N  x  105 36 00 W

BRIEFING

There are reports of an overdue airplane, a white and light blue Cessna 152, tail number N559AM with two souls on board.

The A/C departed Boulder (1V5) yesterday at approximately 1150 hours for the purpose of spotting fish over Lake Granby. No flight plan was filed. 

The A/C refueled at Granby (GNB) at 1445. The pilot stated to persons at the GNB FBO that he planned “another hour or so” of spotting fish before returning to 1V5. The plane was noted as “overdue” and hangar and ramp checks proved negative. The A/C survival gear was found in the owner’s hangar.

Scenario BRAVO

We have a report of a missing aircraft.  No SARSAT hits.  Search grid 463B.  You MUST remain northeast of US 287 – caution aircraft in 463D south of Cherokee Park Road.

Scenario BRAVO

BRIEFING

Overdue aircraft – departed Laramie at 2200 yesterday enroute to Greeley.  Flight plan reveals ETA GXY at 2245, flight plan not closed.  

Ramp checks LAR, GXY, FNL, 3V5, CYS all negative.  

Aircraft is a C182RG, tail number C463BK (do they know that means it is Canadian registered?).  Aircraft is hot pink.

One person on board, 62-year old female, 2000 hours, 300 in type.

Ensure they know they MUST remain northeast of US 287 – caution aircraft in 463D south of Cherokee Park Road.

Scenario CHARLIE

PLANNING

There are reports of an overdue airplane.

Your sortie is to search grid 463D for signs of the A/C. If spotted, photograph the site and evaluate access to the area. Four photos requested, one from each cardinal direction.  Then, RTB.

You MUST remain south of Cherokee Park Road in 463D as there is another search A/C in Grid 463B, northeast of Highway 287.

BRIEFING

There have been reports of an overdue Cessna 172RG, tail number N463JM. It is gray with orange wing tips. 

The A/C left Laramie (LAR) at approximately 1530 yesterday with a planned destination of FNL. No flight plan was filed and there are no reports of an ELT signal. Weather in the area was reported as 1000 feet overcast with scattered thunderstorms, some severe with winds 020 @22 G30.

Ramp checks at LAR, FNL, 3V5 and CYS proved negative. 

The sortie is to search grid 463D.

Ensure they know they MUST remain south of Cherokee Park Road as there is another search A/C in Grid 463B, northeast of Highway 287. 

Scenario DELTA

PLANNING

There are reports of an overdue airplane.

Your sortie is to search grid 495D for signs of the A/C. If spotted, photograph the site and evaluate access to the area. Four photos requested, one from each cardinal direction.  Then, RTB.

BRIEFING

There are reports of an overdue orange and silver RV4, N495VC. The flight plan indicates that the A/C departed Vance Brand (2V2) at 2100 yesterday with a planned arrival a Walden (33V) at ~2230. The flight plan was never closed.

Ramp checks at 2V2, 33V, 1V5, and 3V5 proved negative. There have been no reports of an ELT signal.

Weather was reported as VFR.

The pilot is a 28-year-old female physician with over 1000 hours total flight time and 200 hours in type. Family states that she carries survival gear.

Scenario ECHO

There are reports of an overdue airplane.  There is a simulated SARSAT hit at:   40 35 00 N   x   104 48 00 W

Your sortie is to search grid 497D for signs of the A/C. If spotted, lead in a ground team and coordinate emergency evacuation if required. Aircraft MUST stay with the Ground Team until formally released by the Ground Team.

If possible, four photos requested, one from each cardinal direction.

NOTE: there is a ground team also on this scenario.

The sortie is to search Grid 464 B and 465 AC. If spotted, the aircraft is to photograph the site and evaluate access to the area. Four photos requested, one from each cardinal direction. Then, RTB.

This is a situation where the aircrew will be tasked with DFing a beacon which lies outside their assigned grid in a simulated TFR. The simulated TFR includes all of Grid 496.

NOTE: There is a REAL TFR at Christman Field which may be active. Pilots must inquire about TFRs.
